The Macular Degeneration Center

The year 1998 was marked by a tremendous effort for the Vision Foundation and Minnesota Lions
@ club members when they pledged to fight the leading cause of blindness in the developed world —
= m macular degeneration. They gave $2.5 Million to the University of Minnesota to establish the
3 Minnesota Lions Macular Degeneration Research and Rehabilitation Center (The MAC) and
change the outlook for those who suffer from macular degeneration.

Macular degeneration is a disease of the retina that causes permanent loss to the central vision, and by age 75, nearly one-
third of all Americans will experience some degree of age-related macular degeneration (AMD). For the elderly, this loss
of sight is especially tragic since many are already dealing with other physical limitations. With an ever-aging population,
the cases of AMD will growth significantly over the course of the next several years.

The MAC gathers together the expertise of physicians, the work of researchers from many university departments, the
hands-on knowledge of representatives from the medical technology industry, and the resources and energy of the Lions.
This invaluable collaboration is the key to treating and curing macular degeneration. The MAC has three collaborative
elements:

Retina Clinic — University of Minnesota ophthalmologists who specialize in vitreoretinal conditions are dedicated to
examining and aggressively treating patients with macular degeneration.

Visual Rehabilitation Center — This state-of-the-art low-vision center uses advanced technology and education to help
people remain independent in the home, school, workplace, and community. Visual rehabilitation specialists teach people
with low vision to maximize the vision they still have.

Macular Degeneration Research — Laboratories dedicated to macular degeneration and retinal research are housed in the
Lions Research Building. Scientists study many aspects of retinal disease, including the biology of aging. They
collaborate with colleagues from other University departments, as well as from around the country. Research is critical to
finding new medical options to treat and cure macular degeneration.

We Lions should be proud of the support we’ve given to these dedicated doctors and researchers at the U of M. Through
our generous contributions, strides are being made to diagnose and treat AMD. The ultimate goal is to cure or prevent this
debilitating disease from plaguing future generations. Hopefully, your children and grandchildren will live in a time when
macular degeneration is nothing more than the name of an illness found in the history books.

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One of the key elements in the KidSight screening program is the follow up. If a
child is screened and found to have an abnormality and has the “Needs Referral”,
it is the responsibility of that Lions Club coordinator to give the parent a call in 4-6
weeks. We want to assure the child has an appointment with an eye professional.
If not, the Lions Club could aid if needed.

Of the hundred plus children, the St Louis Park Lions have screened we have had 5
“referrals”. This number falls in the average percentage rate of the program.

My first phone call was to the mother of “Jack”, a 3-year-old we had screened at
our Pancake Breakfast. The scanner indicated he had an Astigmatism (blurred
vision). He had gone to his eye doctor, took the referral form and scanner print
out and was found to have Astigmatism as the scanner had shown. Jack had his
eye glasses for 3 weeks and was doing well. His mom was so appreciative and
thanked me profusely!

That is what this wonderful program is about!! Saving the eyesight of children 6
months to 6 years!!!
